Western Australian act Tim and Jean, who’s combined musical influences and tastes create a
synth heavy sound, with an undercurrent of indie pop. Leader Cheetah have appeared at
festivals such as Splendour in the Grass, Big Day Out, St Jerome's Laneway Festival and
Come Together and they are fast becoming festival veterans. No strangers to getting a party
started, The Levitators, with their electro, funk and reggae sounds along with local act Irie
Knights with overwhelming spirit, energy and hard hitting reggae grooves, are guaranteed to
move audiences. Ride Into the Sun’s slow-burning psychedelic rock, paints a sound-scape
that takes festival-goers on a trip from droning guitar, to blissful noise all at once. With their
unashamedly poppy, punchy and dreamy sound The Salvadors hit the stage along with
electro rock outfit The Killgirls who will bring their smack in your face synth sounds front
and centre stage.
